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CHAPTER 13 TRUSTEE’S CERTIFICATE OF NONCOMPLIANCE

I, Joanne Zoto Psilos, state as follows:

I am a Staff Attorney with the Office of the Standing Chapter 13 Trustee for the
Western Division of the District of Massachusetts, Denise M. Pappalardo (the
“Trustee”). The Trustee is the standing Trustee in the above-captioned case and I
have personal knowledge of the facts herein.

On or about January 14, 2008, the above-captioned debtor (the "Debtor") filed a
petition for relief under Chapter 13 of the United States Bankruptcy Code.

On or about February 15, 2008, the Trustee convened and presided at a §341
meeting of creditor.

On or about February 15, 2008, the Trustee and the Debtor filed a Motion and
Agreed Order to Extend the Time for Chapter 13 Trustee to File Objection to
Confirmation of Chapter 13 Plan and Exemptions ( the “Motion”). On or about
February 20, 2008, the Court allowed the Motion.

The Motion provides in part that the Debtor will file amended Schedules “T”, “J”,
“B” and “C” and file an adversary complaint against Indymac by March 7, 2008.
The Debtor was granted an extension to April 1, 2008 to comply. Furthermore,
failure to produce the documents would result in the filing of a certificate of
noncompliance and dismissal of the case without a further hearing after seven
days notice to Debtor and counsel.
